Where children receive our daily meals, there
is a rise in rates of enrollment, attendance and academic performance.

It costs just $25.20 USD to feed a child with Mary’s Meals for an entire school year. We're
committed to keeping our operating costs low, and we are humbled and heartened by the support
we receive from all over the world.

Ours is not a movement that divides rich from poor or giver from receiver. Every contribution is equally
valued — from donations to buy the food to the time and energy given to cook and serve the meals.

Nearly every part of our work depends on dedicated volunteers all over the world, both those
who cook and serve the meals and those who raise awareness of our mission, to help grow
the movement and feed more children. Together, we are helping to transform the lives of children
in desperate need.
